We
have a few things to let you know
about the post office.

We are an official Contract Postd|
Unit. That means that we can dg
everything a post office does
except, we do not do overnight
Express Mail and do not sell
money orders. You can malil
letters, packages, Registered,
Certified, Insured, International,
Priority and Global Priority, and
etc. We sell stamps by the roll o
by the sheet; we have many
denominations of stamps, so
check with us before you make an
unnecessary trip to an outside
Post Office.

If you are not registered in the
front office, we cannot deliver
mail to your box. Also, if you let
us know ahead of time that you
are coming, we can start holding
your mail just as they do at your
post office at home.

We have the privilege of an IN
PARK mail slot so that you can
send messages or greeting cards
to your friends within the park
without postagebut you must
have your return LOT # on the
piece or it cannot be delivered. If
you have dropped IN PARK mail
off recently without your return
address, you might check with usg,
as it will be sitting here
undelivered.

If you, as an individual, or your
club have notices to be put into
everyone’s box, or club member
boxes only, they must be at least
% of an 8 ¥2 x 11 inclsheet of
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paper in size. Any smaller in sizg
can get lost in the mail or droppe
on the pavement and go
unnoticed by the recipient. You
alsomust have notices that are
for the whole park approved by
the General Manager before you
drop them off at the post office.
The Resort is responsible for
abiding by all the rules set forth

by the US Postal Service in ordef

to keep our postal privileges.

When you see our window close(
at any other time with a sign
saying “Will Return At” it means
we have gone to pick up more
mail. We take the mail out of the
Resorteach morningat 11:00
AM. Anything after that time

will go out the next business day

We have many wonderful
volunteers that come in to sort oy
mail on a daily basis. We so
appreciate each one of them.
They appreciate the “Thank You’
you may extend to them outside
the post office.

Thanks for bringing your post
office box key when coming to
the post office. There is a
refundable $5.00 charge for all
renter keys.

In the future, due to time, space
and especially postal regulations
we can hold mail for no fewer
than 3 days or more than 30 day:
We can no longer forward
periodicals out of the US.

When you are leaving for the
season, please pick up a
forwarding card or bring your old
one in with forwarding labels.

2 You need to leave us 100

d forwarding labels (personal labels
are no longer acceptable) when
you turn in your change of
address card. Labels must be at
least 3%z x 15/16 inches. You can
purchase labels from Sam and
Lois Almond at the General Store
on designated Saturdays.

It is important that you notify
your home post office when you
are returning home so your mail
I doesn’t go “around in circles”.

Il residents and renters musg

register on the day of their
arrival in the park. At least one
(1) Resident must be 55 years old
or older. Residents may entertaip
guests for a period not to exceed
six (6) weeks in a 12 month pe-
riod, and not to exceed three (3)
consecutive weeks at any one
time. There is no charge for
guests, however, they need to
check in at the front office to get
a visitors badge.

All Recreational
Vehicles

Il Recreational Vehicles

must be spotted onto the lot
by a security guard. Units must
be aligned with the front edge of
the patio (7 feet from the street
when parked on a lot). All Rec-
reational Vehicles are limited to
two people, except for registered
guests. Travel RV’s must be (a)
either Class A or Class C motor
home, travel trailer, or fifth
wheel; (b) at least 21 feet long
and not exceed the usable area
permitted on any lot, ie, shall not
overhang the back area (see sec
tion 3.28 of the CC&Rs); and not
older than 10 years. To reinforce
clarify item (#a) above,
Greenfield Village does not allow
placement of a truck camper, tent/
tent trailer, converted truck/bus,
conversion van, unit extending
vertically, or a Class B unit. No
flex type sewer hoses without
“threading” plastic and or rubber
collar for tight seal; sewer hoses
must always be removed and
standpipe capped when unit is oll(

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the lot. No storage in view of
neighboring property or from the
street.

Vehicles

wo regular transportation

vehicles allowed per lot only]
if both units are parked in the
drive without hanging over the 7’
in front or over the 5’ setback
area on the side. No parking of
vehicles, motorcycles, golf carts,
etc. on any setback area nor on
the utilities side of the unit.
Cargo trailers and boat trailers af
NOT permitted.

Speed Limit

peed Limit within the park is

10 MPH and will be strictly
enforced. No claim of “right of
way” since walkers, bicycles, gol
carts, and vehicles all have an
EQUAL right to use the streets in
this relaxed lifestyle.

Visitors Under 18 Years

isitors under 18 years of age

must be accompanied by a
responsible adult when using
common areas. Children are not
allowed to roam the park on their
own. Residents are responsible
for their guests regardless of age.

Pets

ne Dog or Cat is permissi-

ble on lots located within
the designated Pet Area. Arizong
Law requires that pets are kept on
a leash no longer than six (6) fee
when in any area other than youy
lot of residence. Pets are re-
stricted to the pet area at all time
except for the landscaped area

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along 48th Street outside the
boundary fence. Pet owners are
responsible for cleaning up after
their pets at all times both on and
off the lot of residence. Waste
should be placed in designated
containers. Droppings shall NOT
be buried at any time. Registra-
tion is required and rabies record
must be presented. Only lots per-
mitted to have pets are in the
Southeast area of Greenfield Vil-
lage (Lots #103 through #132 and
Lots #148 through #201).

€ Visitors with pets, the pet:

- Must remain in the vehicle or
in the home if not in the pet
section or on 48th street.

- Must be on a leash between
the vehicle and the home.

- May not stay over night ex-
cept in the pet area.

Visitors with pets are subject to
the same rules as a resident with
pets.

Name Badges

ecurity is important to your

Proper Attire

roper attire is any type of at-

tire that you would wear out
in the general public and is re-
quired at all outdoor or indoor fa-
cilities. Excluding the enclosed
pool area and your own lot, swim

suits are not considered proper gt-

tire. When walking the street to
and from the pool area, a cover-
up must be used. A shirt for mer
is considered a cover up. Shirts
must be worn in the exercise
room.

Smoking Policy

moking is not permitted | or

on any facilities at Greenfield
Village. Please extinguish all
smoking materials in designated
receptacles before entering any
resort facility.
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Pool

howers must be taken before

entering pools. Soap, sham-
poo, and suntan oil are not al-
lowed in any of the pools. Per-
sons with open sores are asked
not to use the pools. No glass is
allowed in the pool areas. Chil-
dren in diapers are not allowed,
and must be toilet trained. Pool
hours for children have been
posted on the announcement
board near the northeast pool
gate. No one with questionable
skin condition may use any pool
(if concerned about a user, report
to security as a physician’s state:
ment of approval may be re-
quired.)

Trash

rash is picked up on Mon-

day, Wednesday and Fridayj
at your space during the season.
Place trash on the designated sig
of the street on property, not on
the sidewalk. Please place your
garbage in heavy duty plastic ga
bage bags and place on the appf
priate side of the street by 8:00
AM. Please do not put trash out
the night before. No garbage to
be left at the compactor site.
Trash containers should be kept
to the back of the lot (do not leav
container on the street for trash
pick-up). Boxes must be flat-
tened and tied. Do not put gar-
bage in the small round wastepa
per cans in restrooms, by mail
boxes, around foyer, or in the
laundry.
